The June stated meeting of the Session of Lycoming Centre Preshyterian Church was called to order
in Faith Center on June 17, 2010 at 6:38P.M. by the Moderator, Rev William Younger. The meeting was con-
stituted with prayer by the Moderator. A quorum was present. The minutes of the May 20, 2010 meeting were
approved. The reports of the General Treasurer, Financial Secretary and Benevolence Treasurer were pre-
sented covering the period from May 1, 2010 to May 31, 2010. The reports were received and filed for audit.
Rev Younger's plans for auditing a course at Fuller Seminary are being revised. He will advise the Session at
a future time of his plans for continuing education. The 219th General Assembly of the PCUSA will meet July
3-10, 2010 and prayers are needed for the work of the Assembly. The Sacrament of Holy Communion was
celebrated at both worship services on May 2, 2010.

Elders received updates on the status of the upcoming VBS. All volunteers and helpers are in place.
The St Croix Mission Team will sponsor a fund raising dinner after the worship service on June 27, 2010.
Upon recommendation from the Outreach Committee the Session approved a motion to provide funds from
the Outreach budget in the event the dinner does not raise all of the necessary funding.

Plans for the celebration of
Pastor Emeritus Paul Gordon's 50th anniversary of his ordination are going forward. The elders approved a
new music ministry policy. The elders also approved plans submitted by the WOW ministry for their Fall kick-
off program. The Administrative Committee was tasked with responsibility of developing a document for use
by all individuals or groups within the church who wish to propose new programs and/or ministries that impact
the budget.

On recommendation of Pastor Younger the Session approved a request by Brian Shuler to be re-
ceived into the active membership of Lycoming Centre on Reaffirmation of Faith.

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Lycoming Centre Presbyterian Church Music Policy

The music policy and guidelines, recently approved by Session, is an attempt to ensure that the selec-
tion of musical offerings and the process by which those musical offerings are chosen and performed, is con-
gruent with our larger goal which is to give glory to God in all things.

A brief summary of the policy is as follows:

Integral to corporate worship in God’s church is music. This is a divine command that we make music
unto the Lord, and to incorporate music into our Sunday morning worship. [Ephesians 5:19] However, some
music is more suitable and appropriate on the Lord’s Day than others. To ensure that the musical selections
are of appropriate quality and doctrinal propriety, the Pastor and/or the Director of Music Ministries shall review
all musical selections that are to be played and/or sung in the worship services of Lycoming Centre Presbyte-
rian Church (“LCPC”). The Pastor and/or the Director of Music Ministries will ultimately make the decisions on
what is to be sung or played and who may sing or play them. This is a responsibility given to, or delegated by
the Session and is consistent with the Directory of Worship: Presbyterian Book of Order, which gives the Ses-

sion the responsibility and accountability for worship.

Policy Specifics:

1) All musical selections used in corporate worship shall be sacred or explicitly

Christian in nature. Any secular musical should be avoided. Exceptions to

this rule are made only if the Pastor and the Director of Music Ministries are in r" >

mutual agreement. Musy

2) The Pastor or the Director of Music Ministries may request that those who de- ;5"";‘&
sire to play/sing a musical selection must perform for them beforehand to en- _ﬂlf)ﬁi\

sure the appropriateness of that musical selection.

3) Musicians and accompanists need not be active members of “LCPC”; however, preference should al-
ways be given to those within the church. In addition, any person who desires to perform a musical se-
lection on the Lord’s Day at “LCPC” shall be a confessing believer of the Lord Jesus Christ. Exceptions
are made only if the Pastor and the Director of Music Ministries are in mutual agreement.

4) The Director of Music Ministries shall establish a yearly schedule of musical selections offered in corpo-
rate worship. Requests to perform a musical selection on the Lord’s Day shall be submitted either ver-
bally or via e-mail to the Director of Music Ministries no later than one week (7 full days) beforehand. If
the help of the service accompanists are needed, the musician can feel free to contact them but at least
two weeks (14 full days) in advance. If a musician is either unable to do what they had committed to
doing, or if he/she desires to trade with other musicians to accommodate their own personal schedule, it
is the responsibility of the musician to contact the Director of Music Ministries immediately and work out
alternate arrangements. Exceptions to these polices are made only if the Pastor and the Director of Mu-
sic Ministries are in mutual agreement.

Should someone desire to read the entire statement on the music policy please contact the Administra-
tive Assistant, Pat Bertrand, and ask for the “Music Policy Document”.

We trust that this policy is clear in how we want to edify the church body and ultimately worship and
honor our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ.
